Remote Access to files and folders using BitKinex

Applies to:  
· If you are using a Windows PC
· People who find Easylink does not work
· People who find the ‘my network places’ in Windows unreliable

Introduction
You are able to access your remote files and folders via a technology called WebDAV.   This works for both Windows and Apple computers, however the school uses a WebDAV product called EasyLink to let you access your files and folders – but this only works on Windows computers.
In addition it is possible for people to connect to RMSharedDocuments (and staff folders for teaching staff).
Normally Windows manages this fine, but some people have had problems accessing the RMSharedDocuments folder. 





BitKinex – for Windows only
To download BitKinex, go to their website at www.bitkinex.com and on the right hand side is a download link
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Download and install the software.  You do not have to enter any special settings and so you can simply follow the prompts.  You will need to restart your computer at the end of the process.

When you first run BitKinex you will see a window like this on right.
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Click the Connect button
 
To access RMSharedDocuments complete the connection details as follows:

You will need to enter your own username and password!
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For Staff Members – To access RMStaff complete the connection details as follows:
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If staff wish to use BitKinex to access their school MY Documents folder, then they will need to see VCO for a bespoke address to enter here.



For All Students to access their school work (stored in their My Documents folder at school), then they should look at the following steps:
1. In the small BitKinex widow, click connect
2. In the Server Address window that opens, enter the address to your personal folder. This address is rather long and is made up of three parts

b. A path to your folder

c. Your username
