





Northwood College is an independent day school for girls, aged 3-18. It is an educational trust
and the Head Mistress is a member of the Girls' Schools Association. There are approximately

820 girls in the College.

The Curriculum at Northwood College

Introduction

Our curriculum is designed to get the girls excited about learning and to set them up for the future as well-rounded
individuals. Our aim is to help every Northwood College girl realise her full academic potential and acquire a sense of
personal and social responsibility. We create opportunities for the girls to widen their awareness of the world around them
with curriculum-related visits, events and partnerships. It can be anything from our Nursery girls going to the local shops

to our senior girls visiting the First World War battlefields in Ypres.

Junior School

Nursery

The Early Years Centre provides a nursery education in a secure and caring
environment. The curriculum is based on the Foundation Stage, Early Learning
Goals: Personal, Social and Emotional Education, Communication, Language
and Literacy, Mathematical Development, Physical Development, Knowledge
and Understanding of the World and Creative Development. The staff work
closely with each child and provide a structured individual programme, based
on regular and on-going assessment. Parents see the staff on a day-to-day basis
and meet to discuss their progress at Open Evenings. Before and after school

care is available from 8am and from 3pm-6pm.

Reception, Years 1 and 2

The curriculum is designed both to cover and also to extend beyond the Key
Stage 1 requirements of the National Curriculum. The foundations of number
work are laid in daily lessons using a number of schemes including the National
Numeracy Strategy. Girls acquire fluency in reading through the use of a range
of schemes and methods including a structured phonics scheme. In creative
work, themes are chosen which may be topical, seasonal or stimulated by
current events and these are developed in Science, History, Geography, Art and
Technology, Physical Education, Music and Religious Studies. Appropriate external visits are also arranged. All classes have
two computers and access to a suite of computers in the Junior School. Specialist Drama teaching is available to Years 1
and 2 and extra curricular group violin, piano, ‘cello or chess lessons are also available to girls in these year groups. Before

and after school care is available from 8am and from 3pm-6pm.

Years 3,4, 5 and 6

The curriculum is designed to cover and go beyond Key Stage 2 of the National Curriculum. Subjects studied include
Mathematics, English, Drama, Science, French (Years 3-5), German/Spanish (Year 6), Latin (Years 4-6), Art,

Design Technology, Information Technology, History, Geography, Religious Studies, Music and all branches of Physical
Education. The girls have dedicated ICT lessons in the Junior ICT Suite. ICT skills are also encouraged in other areas of
the curriculum. All girls have music lessons with a specialist teacher as well as the opportunity to learn a large range of
instruments with visiting teachers. Girls participate in a programme of external visits to theatres, museums and sites of
scientific and historical interest to support classroom based work. All classrooms have an interactive white board.

Girls in years 4, 5 and 6 take part in residential trips and all girls follow a carefully planned programme of personal and

social development.

Senior School

Lower School - Years 7, 8 and 9

The curriculum in the first year includes English, two modern foreign languages chosen from French, German or Spanish,
Mathematics, Biology, Chemistry, Physics, History, Geography, Religious Studies, Art, Technology (including Design, Food,
Graphics and Textiles), Information Technology, Music, Drama, Physical Education (Athletics, Hockey, Netball, Rounders,
Swimming, Tennis and Gymnastics). Girls also follow a cross curricular course based on successful thinking dispositions.
During Year 7 for Mathematics, girls are divided into groups across the year according to ability and this happens for
Languages in Year 8, and Sciences in Year 9. They are taught in mixed ability classes in all other subjects. Latin is studied

from Year 8.

Towards the end of Year 9, with staff advice, girls select the subjects they wish to study over the next two years in

preparation for the General Certificate of Secondary Education (GCSE).

Upper School - Years 10 and 11

Compulsory GCSE subjects consist of English, English Literature, Mathematics, a modern foreign language, Biology,
Chemistry and Physics (as either Core and Additional Science or three separate Sciences) and girls may choose three or

sometimes four subjects in addition.

GCSE options include Art and Design, Classical Civilisation, Drama and Theatre Arts, French, Geography, German, Greek,

History, Home Economics, Information Technology, Latin, Music, Physical Education, Religious Studies, Spanish and Textiles.

Non-examined Religious Studies, Physical Education, Information and Communication Technology, Citizenship and Thinking

Skills complete the curriculum. All girls follow a detailed course in study skills and learn how to use study time effectively.

Sixth Form - Years 12 and 13

In the Sixth Form most students will study four or five subjects at AS Level in the first year and continue with three or four
of their subjects in the second year to gain the full A Level qualifications. An extra AS Level may occasionally be taken by

some students in either their first or second year.

The following subjects are currently offered at AS and A Level: Art and Design, Biology, Business Studies, Chemistry,
Classical Civilisation, Critical Thinking, Drama and Theatre Studies, Economics, English Language and Literature, English
Literature, French, Geography, German, Graphic Design, History, Information and Communications Technology (ICT), Latin,
Mathematics, Further Mathematics, Music, Music Technology, Physical Education, Physics, Politics, Psychology, Religious
Studies, Spanish and Textiles.

All Sixth Form students also take
part in an enrichment programme
to further develop the key skills
being acquired through their A
Level studies. This will include ICT

and a choice of other subjects.

Sixth Form Conferences, Work

of entry. Details will then be sent of the assessments which take place in the following January. The only exception to this

process is the Nursery where assessments also take place in October for entry in January.

APPLICATIONS:

Please contact each school for which you wish your daughter to be considered requesting
an Application Form and any other relevant information. N.B. You must complete a
separate application form for all schools to which you apply whether they are in the same

group or not.

The individual schools to which you have applied will then process your application and
send you any necessary information. You are strongly advised to attend Open Days at
all the schools for which you have applied and you should ring each school early in the

Autumn Term for the dates and times of Open Days.

On your application form you will be asked to state at which school you wish your
daughter to take the entrance tests. She will be given equal consideration by the other
schools in the group to which she has applied. Please note that she may only sit tests at

ONE school in each group.

SCHOOL REFERENCE:
A reference will be requested from the Head of the candidate’s school prior to the

entrance test.

SPECIFIC LEARNING DIFFICULTIES:
Arrangements to use a laptop computer or have extra time in the examinations will
be made for any candidate for whom a report from an Educational Psychologist or a

recommendation from the Head and Special Needs Co-ordinator of the candidate's current school has been received.

INTERVIEWS:

The Consortium schools make their own arrangements for interviews.

RESULTS OF TESTS:
These will be made available to all the other schools in the Consortium. The other schools to which your daughter has

applied will then consider whether or not to offer a place on the basis of the tests, interview and school reference.

OFFERS:
Offers will be sent out to parents by all schools in the Consortium on Wednesday 24th February 2010. Some of these may
be for a place on a waiting list. Information about a position on the waiting list is not given. All girls on the waiting list are

considered to have qualified for entry should a vacancy arise.

ACCEPTANCES:
Acceptances must be received by the school at which you wish to confirm a place by noon on Friday 5th March 2010.
If no reply has been received to an offer of a place by that date it will be assumed that you do not wish to accept and the

place will be re-offered.
You may not give written acceptance of a place to more than one school.
