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In addition to your AS subjects in Year 12 and your A level  

subjects in Year 13, you will participate in a programme of 

complementary studies. These courses are designed to broaden 

and enrich your studies, to help you to develop important skills 

and to be fun. These courses currently include Creative 

Cooking, Communication, Stagecraft, Photography, Music 

Technology amongst others, as well as various form of 

community service. We also run specific courses for those 

interested in entering the health-related professions and 

another course for those interested in legal issues. Many 

students choose to attend a series of lectures at Harrow School 

which explore contemporary social and ethical issues and which 

supplement the weekly pastoral sessions. In addition, you will 

have the opportunity to enhance and extend your ICT skills. 

Although your main focus in school will undoubtedly be on 

your academic work, with good time management, there is 

plenty of opportunity to take part in extra-curricular activities. 

You may wish to continue with activities you know well or to 

try out something new. Whatever you decide, in the Sixth 

Form, you will have the opportunity to develop your talents 

and to play a leading role.

There are many opportunities to become involved in music, 

drama and sporting activities and there is a vast number of 

clubs and societies. These include some clubs which are related 

to specific subjects such as those in Mathematics, Science, 

Latin and Modern Languages but there is a wide range of 

other activities on offer, such as bridge, chess, walking club, 

the Duke of Edinburgh Award Scheme, the Air Training Corps, 

as well as cultural and religious societies.

We are well aware that decisions about future 

higher education courses and careers are of the 

utmost importance at this stage in your life. 

Bearing this in mind, we have a wide-ranging and 

comprehensive programme of careers advice for 

you in the Sixth Form.

You will have unrestricted access to the Careers Library and all 

its facilities from 8.30 a.m. until 5 p.m. Here, you will be able 

to consult the prospectuses for all the universities in the United 

Kingdom, find details about sponsorships, open days, taster 

courses and gap year opportunities, as well as numerous 

careers. Most importantly, you will also be able to consult the 

Head of Careers, both formally and informally, on a regular 

basis. Careers advice is also available at Parents’ Evenings and 

parents are welcome to use the Careers Library and to make 

individual appointments to see the Head of Careers. You will 

also attend the College’s Careers Evening and we will arrange 

for you to attend a careers fair in central London. Details of 

open days and careers courses are regularly advertised on the 

Careers notice boards and are announced in Sixth Form 

assemblies. During Year 12, you will have the opportunity of a 

personal interview with a representative of ISCO (Independent 

Schools’ Careers Organisation), during which careers and 

higher education courses will be discussed.

Careers and higher education advice, including detailed 

assistance with UCAS applications, is provided by the Head of 

Careers and your tutor. In June we organise a two-day Higher 

Education Conference so that you have the opportunity to 

meet student advisors and admissions tutors and learn from 

their vast experience.

Our advice and support will continue throughout the 

university applications cycle, as universities make their offers to 

you and you make your decisions about which offers to keep. 

When the A level results are published in August you will find 

a team of staff on hand to congratulate you on your success 

and to advise, if necessary. Should you decide to make a 

post-A level university application then the Head of Careers 

will assist you with this and all the resources of the Careers 

Department will be made available to you.

Pupils from the two schools meet to take 

part in joint conferences, careers and higher education events, 

as well as social activities, including a leavers’ ball in the 

summer term.
